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Housing tips

As regards housing options, our first recommendation is to consult the overview and tips that we
have compiled for you on our website. Secondly, please make sure you start in time to look for an
accommodation so that you can start your exchange without additional concerns.

For full semester exchange students coming to VUB for studies, a limited amount of spots are
available at the U-residence, assigned on a first come first served basis. Information on the
application process are shared by the international relations office via email by the end of June for
the Fall Semester, and by the end of December for the Spring Semester.

Should you wish to explore your options on the private market, we would like to remind you to
always be careful and watch out for scams.

e.g. never transfer a deposit/... via Western Union; a property with beautiful pictures for a low rental
price is probably too good to be true; owners who can’t meet you because they work/live abroad,
etc.

As pointers, we can refer you to the options below, but please do keep into account the fact that
these providers do not work nor have been previously verified by the VUB, and it is your
responsibility to make a quality check.

Here, you can find the International Students @ VUB Facebook group where you might be able to
get in contact with previous exchange students who are leaving their accommodation or who might
be able to give you some tips. Again, always be careful.
